espite persistent
calls from cam-
pus activists,

Mooshigan State Uni-
versity trustees say they
don’t plan to reveal the
identity of the person
hired as MSU’s president
in July.

“We wanted to attract
the most qualified candi-
dates, and that includes
candidates who told their
families they were run-
ning out for a pack of
cigarettes and never came
back. It includes candi-
dates who've had trouble
with organized crime syn-
dicates,” said board Chair

Deanna Buy-Rum.

“I can’t tell you if the
current president falls
into one of those cat-
egories, of course, but
someone who did sim-
ply wouldn't be able to
lead the university if they
were constantly hounded
by questions like, ‘Mom-
my, when are you com-

ing home? or ‘Where
did you bury Carmine’s
nephew?””

Some members of the
campus community con-
tend that knowing the
identity of the person who
has been leading the uni-
versity for the past sev-
eral months is essential to
evaluating his or her job

performance.

“You should be able
to pick the university’s
president out of a line-up.
No, it’s not listed as a best
practice because literally
no one disputes it. I can’t
believe I'm explaining
this,” said Antje Gorton-
Pelgar, a Mooshigan State
professor.

The university did say
in a press release that the

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New Marijuana Laws
Effecting Drivers

he Michigan State
Police are secretly
revising their meth-

od for determining if peo-
ple are driving while high
on marijuana.

“This has always been
a problem,” Jack Troop-
er explained. “We don't
have an easy test, like the
breathalyzer for alcohol.

As potbecomes legal, we'll
need a better approach.”

The current methods,
considered unscientific,
include:

1) Counting the num-
ber of times the driver says
“dude” and/or “like, man.”

2) Casually asking his
favorite movie. Those who
reply, “The Big Lebowski,”
“Fast Times at Ridgemont
High” or any Tim Burton

film are brought in for fur-
ther tests.

A mid-Michigan law-
maker has introduced a
bill to outlaw phone calls
made by mistake. So-
called “butt calls” would
be illegal and “butt call-
ers” would face fines
and/or imprisonment.

Rep. Mitch Agander (C-
Rearville) says butt calls
are not merely a nuisance
but a growing menace.
“There are an estimated
3 billion butt calls made
annually in the United
States,” Agander said. “I

alone have received thou-
sands of such calls, most of
them from myself.”

Economists estimate
that lost productivity due
to these calls negative-
ly impacts the nation’s
economy to the tune of
$7 billion annually.

Said Agander: “These
egregious calls are a pain
in the butt, and we have
to send a clear message
that, even if these calls
are accidental, there is
no reason society should
turn a blind eye, or deaf
ear, to people’s butts.

Agander is butting
heads with critics who
cite studies that con-
clude most butt calls are
made by people the vic-
tims know.

“So, are we going
send Aunt Sally to prison
for accidentally calling
Cousin Jenny, using a cell
phone that has too many
buttons, which Aunt Sally
has no hope of compre-
hending?” said Jim Prim,
director of the National
Fanny Forum.

Prim cited scientific

studies indicating that
butt callers are them-
selves victims — of their
own genetic make-up.

As evidence continues
to mount, it will become
clear that butt-callers are
merely acting out what
their DNA dictates.

= Pinch of Sonoran Pink Salt

Combine all ingredients except the cod in a 19th century Waterford bowl. Toss
gently with a bamboo whisk, preferably Ming Dynasty.

In a 16-inch, pumpkin oil-seasoned Cape Cod iron skillet, lay the two filets at a
45-degree angle to each other. Lightly dust the cod with the other ingredients, then
quickly flash fry over extremely high heat for 17.347 seconds. (Anything more will
ruin this exquisite but simple meal).

Serve immediately over a bed of Tamari-infused rice which you should have
prepared the night before.
